with my mother and I need my own space.

The first time I saw her, 
she brought me so much joy. 
i love seeing her smile - it means everything to  me.
Seeing her happy makes me forget my situation. 
I enjoy the time we spend together 
and i  love  to hear her calling me 'mama'. 
I had dreamed that, when I became a mother, 
i  would have a baby girl. 
i love her with all my heart
and I tell her all the time,   
'your mama loves you a lot'.
